The event is staged on fully closed roads in April which should ensure low pollen counts and no fumes from passing vehicles.  For the latest on air quality in the area please follow the link here.

Runners must not be accompanied by a personally owned or controlled dog in the race.  Entries may be accepted from runners with medical assistance dogs, subject to them being correctly registered and subject to prior approval by the Race Director.
[bookmark: _Anti-Doping_Policy]Anti-Doping Policy
[bookmark: _Baggage]An entrant shall be deemed to have made himself/herself/themself familiar with, and agreed to be bound by the UKA Anti-Doping Rules and to submit to the authority of UK Anti-Doping in the application and enforcement of the Anti-Doping Rules. The UKA Anti-Doping Rules apply to entrants participating in the sport of Athletics, for 12 months from the date of entering the event, whether or not the participant is a citizen of, or resident in, the UK.
Baggage
We are grateful to the Cricket Club and Sowerby Snails for offering this facility at Sowerby Bridge Cricket Club, Walton Steet, approx. 400m from the race start and any baggage left is at the owner’s risk and is not covered by England Athletic insurance.  If using this facility, it will be open from 08.00am.  Please arrive in plenty of time to get to the start which will be at 09.00am prompt.
Please note, the adjacent Leisure Centre and Pool do not form any part of the facilities available for the event.

For safety, buggies, and the carrying of children is not permitted.
[bookmark: _Buses]Buses
Buses that would normally travel along Wakefield Rd, will during the road closures, be diverted via the King Cross diversion route.  Please refer to Buses | Metro for any supporting information. 
If travelling to the event by bus, please visit wymetro.com for further information and remember as the event is on Easter Sunday Bank Holiday, services may be limited.
[bookmark: _Cancellation]Cancellation
The staging of the event is weather dependant and in the event of cancellation as much notice as possible will be given and posted on the website.  Re-staging of the event later in the year will not be possible.
[bookmark: _Car_Parking]Car Parking
There is on-street parking close to the start on Walton Rd and also at Tesco.  Please note, while Tesco is closed, they have agreed to the use of their car park subject to drivers parking responsibly and correctly in bays with the normal conditions applying.  Wardens may be in attendance even though the store is closed and vehicles are parked at the owner’s risk.
If parking around business premises on Walton Rd, ensure you maintain access.

Entries will close when the race is full or on Wednesday 1st April 2026 to allow postage of race numbers. [bookmark: _Headphones]Headphones
We appreciate many runners regularly wear headphones and whilst the event will be on fully closed roads, the route is also a “Blue Light” priority road and it is possible that emergency vehicles will be routed through this area while the race is live.  It will be essential for the safety of everyone that runners can hear instructions from marshals or vehicles sirens.  For these reasons, the organisers will only permit the wearing of bone conducting headphones that conform to UKA Rules.  In ear. over ear, noise cancelling ear buds, or open ear devices and non-approved (alleged) “bone conducting” headphones are not permitted.
[bookmark: _Hlk219307915]If found using headphones that do not comply with UKA Rules a runner may face disqualification.
If you are using in-ear medically prescribed hearing aids, then this should be declared to the race organisers before the race starts.

[bookmark: _Travel]Travel
The road configuration leading to the race venue is quite a narrow corridor,and on normal days can become quite busy and congested.  If travelling by car please ensure you leave adequate time to travel to the start at 09.00am as we cannot allow late starters.  
If travelling from the north, or east, bear in mind your expected route may be part of the road closures and you will need to use the diversion route via King Cross to reach the race.
Access and egress to the rail station will be maintained by a signed diversion.
Buses that would normally travel along Wakefield Rd, will during the road closures, be diverted via the King Cross diversion route, please refer to wymetro.com for any supporting information.
Cycling or driving along the road closures is not permitted.  Pedestrian and emergency service access will be maintained to all properties throughout the event.

There is a slight possibility of adverse weather affecting the staging of the race or amending the route slightly.  This will be monitored in the days prior to the event and any amendment or cancellation will be notified on the website and on social media.

If you are to be aided around the course, either by being pushed or assisted by a guide runner, your guide runner must also be a registered participant in the event. Please contact us when entering to advise us of your specific requirements to ensure these can be accommodated on the race day.
It is strongly recommended that only experienced wheelchair racers attempt the course unaided.
